5. Parade Crew – Costume Support

MAIN PURPOSES OF THE POST

The Global Grooves team are looking for a small team of Volunteers to assist with the Afoxé Manchester performance on Saturday 1st August 2009. The role is very important (and extremely appreciated!) as small details such as collecting dropped items, providing bottles of water, assisting with small repairs or carrying costumes if necessary, and of course guiding the procession group through the parade route can really make a difference to the smooth running of the event. TASKS
